Children and adolescents tend to have milder disease compared to adults, so unless they are part of a group at higher risk of severe
COVID-19, it is less urgent to vaccinate them than older people, those with chronic health conditions and health workers.

More evidence is needed on the use of the different COVID-19 vaccines in children to be able to make general recommendations on
vaccinating children against COVID-19.

WHO's Strategic Advisory Group of Experts (SAGE) has concluded that the Pfizer/BionTech vaccine is suitable for use by people aged 12
years and above. Children aged between 12 and 15 who are at high risk may be offered this vaccine alongside other priority groups for
vaccination. Vaceine trials for children are ongoing and WHO will update its recommendations when the evidence or epidemiological
situation warrants a change in policy.

It's important for children to continue to have the recommended childhood vaccines.
